Next CCOSH Board Meeting: October 14, 2005, GSK in RTP
____________________________________________________________________________________
President Jay Sprankle called the meeting to order at 9:35 a.m.  A Quorum was established.

1. President’s report:

· Minutes of July 15 meeting approved. Gary Parker made a motion to accept the minutes and Wendy Laing seconded.
· Tom Werner motioned to elect Chuck Stanfill to the CCOSH Board of Directors and Eugene seconded.  Mark Jackson motioned to elect Mel Harmon to the Board and Arlene seconded.  Both were unanimously elected by paper ballot. Mel has been volunteered for the Vendor & Program Committees; Chuck for the Program Committee & Special Events. Welcome aboard to both Mel and Chuck!

· Eugene volunteered (well, sort of) to chair the Special Events committee.  Thanks Eugene.  
· ACTION:  Jay to send letter to Commissioner Berry and Deputy Commissioner McNeely requesting them to speak at the CCOSH School.

2. Question was raised by Jennifer as to whether or not our game night was legal or whether it constitutes gambling. ACTION: Dan will look into the issue with contacts he knows.
3. In Anita’s absence, Jay presented Anita’s Treasurer’s Report:  $769.96 checking, $13,038.10 business savings for a total of $13,808.06.  Dave moved to accept Treasurer’s report. Eugene seconded.
4. Jay reported that Anita was advised by her tax accountant that we may not have been filing all the required info on our CCOSH tax returns. Anita has requested a tax return filing extension for 2004 year’s return, in order to give us time to address the issues.  The CCOSH Executive Committee discussed the matter and requested that Anita investigate and employ an accountant of her choice to assure the 2004 return is filed correctly. Additionally, the Executive Committee tasked her with determining any past discrepancies and with submitting, to the Executive Committee, an estimate of the tax and legal liabilities for CCOSH as well as the cost of hiring a qualified accountant to assist CCOSH with filing correct and/or amended tax forms.  ACTION: Anita will look into and inform the CCOSH Executive Committee and the Board of Directors of the status of the findings; and proposed or completed compliance assurance measures, if any.
5. Dave presented the Eugene White honorarium adhoc committee’s recommendations. They recommend: 1) Putting an insert in the CCOSH School Program, with a photo of Eugene; and 2) Donating free CCOSH School registration(s) to an ASSE Student Section student, calling it the “Eugene White Honorarium.” The Board decided to allow students in any student section of the Triad, Eastern Carolina, & NC Chapter ASSE chapters to participate and to let the ASSE chapters decide which student will receive the honorarium.  ACTION: Dave and Adhoc committee will contact the applicable ASSE chapter president and contact the student chair to let them know about the honorarium.
6. Committee Reports:

· Project plans. Jay will send Eugene sample document of a project plan so that Eugene can put one together for Special Events. ACTION: Eugene will submit project plan with projected budget by the next CCOSH Board meeting. 
· Finance

· ACTION: Jay will contact Jerry about Finance Committee and budget. 
· Vendor

· Mark presented a revised letter to vendors for CCOSH School.  ACTION: Mark will check with Anita as to the proper letter heading/logo. ACTION: Dan will identify the setup hours for vendors on Wednesday night from 5:30 to 7:30 p.m. and 6:00-7:00 a.m. Thursday morning.  

· The Vendor Committee is requested to try to get the names of the vendors ahead of time so that the vendor name badges can be prepared ahead of time. 
· Mark reported that there has been recent discussion with the NC Industrial Commission about working together with the NC ASSE chapters and NC Safety Schools relating to providing complementary booths at each organization’s event in return for one booth at the NC Statewide Safety Conference.  Dan motioned that we give a complementary booth to the NC Industrial Commission – Mark seconded the motion.  Motion approved.
· Registration

· Tom asked about any current mailing lists since the Registration Committee is supposed to compile a comprehensive list.  ACTION: Wendy and Jay will look over what they have and then send the best list to Tom. Wendy and/or Mark will see about forwarding Tom the Statewide Safety Conference attendee list.  Tom’s committee will compile the best list and provide to publicity for mailings.
· Since we previously agreed not to provide shirts to Board members, the Registration committee will do regular attendee badges, but will have the ribbons identifying Board Members.
· Tom suggested that the Early bird cut-off date be 30 days in advance of the School, and it was agreed that Feb. 2 (Ground Hog Day) would be that cut-off for early registration.
· The Committee is still in discussion on how to best handle method of payment.  Need to verify the capability of paying for registrations and vendor fees on our website.

· Registration needs to be able to take registrations before end of year in case companies need to expend money before end of year.

· Dan had nothing new to report, but has asked us to send any other facilities requests or changes to him.
· Publicity

· Wendy questioned whether we are going to send out another mailing before end of year. Publicity committee is awaiting the program before they go forward with additional info.  Take a look at our newly styled website: www.ccosh.org.
